The most significant focus of the role is internal verification (IV) / internal quality assurance (IQA). This includes:

· Regular IQA of the Clinical Skills Log (CSL) and compilation of reports to share with the students and their employer (Clinical Coaches), to regulatory and awarding body standards, throughout the student / apprentice’s training.
· IQA, monitoring and mentoring of Clinical Coaches in the execution of their duties in practice, to regulatory and awarding body standards.

· IQA Clinical Coaches in the workplace undertaking practical assessments with the students / apprentices, to regulatory and awarding body standards.
· Produce and maintain accurate quality assurance records and file these in a timely manner, as per College and departmental policies and procedures, and to regulatory and awarding body standards.

Admissions / sign-ups / supporting and training employers / approving practices.

The role includes the smooth and timely onboarding of students to their Level 3 Diploma in Veterinary Nursing course and supporting their success. This includes:

· Taking full responsibility for allocated students/apprentices and training practices, training practices approvals, Clinical Coaches, quality assurance and annual visits, ensuring they meet RCVS and Central Qualifications standards, and invoice practices as required.

· Supporting the VN Centre Co-ordinator with student / apprentice admissions and being involved, as required, with the sign-up process for apprentices. 
· Keep up to date with Apprenticeship and Skills requirements / CPD and contribute to required paperwork for these students / employers, for example sign-ups.
· Undertaking approval visits to all new and existing training practices affiliated with Myerscough College, including health and safety checks, as per departmental and College policies and procedures and to regulatory and awarding body standards.

· Close liaisons with all veterinary practices approved by, and affiliated with, Myerscough College, to regulatory and awarding body standards.

· Excellent communication via telephone / email / Canvas / Teams with students, employers, clinical coaches, regulatory and awarding bodies, and parents (with permission), including booking visits and relaying issues back to Line Managers and Course Tutors as required.

· Co-ordinate paperwork for visits / action plans and health and safety documentation for Myerscough approved and affiliated training practices, to regulatory and awarding body standards, including the memoranda of understanding.

· Prepare and present relevant Centre material / training at coaching workshops and Practice Principal meetings.
· Provide advice and guidance as required for assessors undertaking coaching training, to RCVS and Central Qualifications coaching standards.
· Assist with the production of the Centre newsletter, as required.
Preparing students / apprentices for assessments / mock examinations / end point assessment, and marking assignments.

Some time will be dedicated to various aspects of student assessment. This includes:
· Assist in the preparation of students / apprentices for their Objective Structured Clinical Examination (OSCE), which includes leading OSCE revision sessions and undertaking the role of an OSCE examiner as required.

· Assist in the preparation of apprentices for the Professional Discussion element of their end point assessment, which includes undertaking mock professional discussions.

Planning the learning and teaching of students / apprentices, including tutorials.

A proportion of the role will be dedicated to supporting student / apprentice progression, with a small amount of time allocated to planning teaching and learning. This includes:
· Support for allocated students / apprentices both in the workplace and in College as required, documenting the outcomes of all tutorials and communications in line with College policies and procedures.
· Work closely with Centre Team to ensure students are monitored and are progressing in all aspects of their training. Report any issues to Line Managers and Course Tutors, as appropriate.

· Liaise with colleagues in The Core and Inclusive Learning as required to meet individual student / apprentice needs.

· Prepare and deliver assignment workshops in the classroom for assignments you will be marking, to help the students meet the required learning outcomes / assessment criteria in timely manner.

· Assist colleagues, where required, with practical teaching sessions to prepare students for assessment / OSCEs.
